FCFC Quebec Ministry Report

How good it is to be able to return in the marketplace
throughout Quebec and Canada to proclaim the message of
salvation in Jesus Christ after two years of the pandemic. This year
AFCC districts in Quebec organized 29 events in 2022 in 15 regions.
It is estimated that more than 30,000 people have heard the
gospel message in 5 colors on a total of 114 days of evangelizing,
thanks to the participation of more than 200 volunteers from a
hundred different evangelical churches in Quebec.
